The International Dissertation Research Grants program is designed to support AAR student

members whose dissertation research requires them to travel outside of the country in

which their school or university is located. Grants are intended to help candidates complete

their doctoral degrees by offsetting costs of travel, lodging, and other dissertation research-

related expenses. (Grant monies may not be used for tuition, computer hardware, or meals.)

This is a competitive program: applications will be reviewed by a jury of senior scholars

appointed by the AAR President.

The Academy will make two grants during the 2016–2017 academic year:

one international dissertation research grant to a student working in any sub-discipline

within religious studies, and

one grant for the Selva J. Raj Endowed International Dissertation Research Fellowship.
